PLEASE REMEMBER TO PRAY  

FOR THE HAND IN HAND MINISTRY.   

Rev. Greg Jenks came on World Communion Sunday 
and shared with us the great work happening through 
ZOE Ministry in Africa. Built on the model of 
empowerment over handouts, he detailed the Hope 
Companions partnerships, where through ZOE, 
communities of orphans receive training on things like 
crop growing, trade skills, faith-building, healthy living 
and more. ZOE works with groups of kids at a time, and 
in the process changes those kids lives, their families, 
and their communities. While they are in the 3 year 
program, the workgroups work together in support and 
business. (Watch his sermon on our YouTube page.) 

This ministry is having such an impact, the church came 
away yearning to get involved. We pledge to sponsor a 
work group of 20 families, about 60 kids. As a work 
group sponsor we need to raise $8000 for the first year, 
$6000 for the next, and $4000 for the last. The reason 
the costs are higher up front is that their investment 
with the group is highest in the startup costs. People 
have already begun to pledge. We need to have cash 
on hand to give of $4000 by Dec. 31st if we want to 
start in 2012. Groups or individuals can pledge- for 
whatever amount you can- by contacting the church. If 
you are making out a check, simply put “ZOE” in the 
memo. To sponsor one family for the 3 year program 
costs $400/$300/$200 (per year)- less than $1/day for 3 
years. (You can pledge more or less than this, as you are 
called.)  

Here’s one example of how this ministry is impacting 
lives, one of the examples Greg shared that day: 
Most amazing story. One of our newest orphans in our project is 

a 20 year old girl raising an 18 year old brother. She has been on 

her own since she was 15 and has suffered terribly. Although we 

have been making progress with her she is still only eating at 

most one meal a day. That will improve... 

later this month with projects we are 

assisting her in. However...she has already 

adopted 3 abused street boys who are 

brothers. They were outcasts in the 

community, hadn't bathed in years, and 

survived by stealing food. I asked her, 

"You still don't have enough to eat, why 

did you take in 3 additional children?" She replied, "I remember 

what it is like to be young and have no one to watch over 

me...and at one of the recent ZOE meetings I was told that Jesus 

says, 'It's more blessed to /give than to receive.'  

If someone who has almost nothing responds to the 

message of Christ by giving, what more can we do?
